BRUSSELS  14 June 2009 – A Belgian teenager is taking a tattoo artist to court after she asked for 3 stars on her face and received 56!

Eighteen-year-old Kimberley Vlaminck went to a local parlour called The Tattoo Box, and was tattooed by Romanian tattoo artist Rouslan Toumaniantz. The girl assures that she only asked for three stars to be tattooed on her face. She also said the tattoo artist only spoke a little English and French but she tried to be as clear as possible about the tattoo she wanted.

The young woman explained she fell asleep during the procedure and awoke to find 56 stars across the left side of her face! She is now suing him for $14,000, the cost of the laser surgery she will need to remove the tattoos. But the artist, Mr. Toumaniantz is fighting back. He explained he gave her exactly what she wanted. “She was awake and looked into the mirror several times as the procedure was taking place. The problems all started when she went home and her father and boyfriend went mad about it.”

BRUSSELS – 6 September  2009 - A young Belgian girl, Kimberley Vlaminck, has been condemned today by the Brussels court of justice to pay the sum of $500 for damages to a Romanian tattoo artist Mr Rouslan Toumaniantz. 
She had unjustly accused the artist of tattooing fifty-six stars on her face instead of the 56 stars she had earlier declared to have asked for. 
She explained her lie to the judges saying that her father and her boyfriend had been furious when she came home with her tattooed face.
She said that she didn’t think of the consequences and only wanted to calm her father's furious reaction and her boyfriend's disgust.
Mr. Toumaniantz said his business had been very low these days because of these false accusations. 
The judges told him to be extremely cautious in the future with tattoos on youngsters, even over 18 years old, especially involving apparent parts of the body. 
The young girl who had paid $100 for her tattoo and $500 to the artist as indemnification, will have to pay more than $2,000 in laser surgery to have the 56 stars removed... Can you figure out price of a single star?
